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UPCOMING EVENTS..... 

BIBLE STUDY  
Come and join us at 9:30 am on Sundays in the Church Parlor for a Bible study entitled, ñThe  
Making of the New Testament Canon.ò  This course is taught by Bart J. Ehramn, Ph. D. and  
facilitated by David Post. The course answers basic facts about New Testament books, such as: 
when written, by whom, for what purpose, and why the books came to be collected together into a 
canon of Scripture.  The course begins with an overview of what the New Testament contains in 
broad terms.  We will then consider Paulôs letters; the earliest writings.  From there, we will move to 
consideration of the Gospels. Then we will consider how the Epistles, the Gospels, and other  
writings have come down to us.  We will continue our investigation by asking why these books were 
widely circulated and how these books became ñauthoritative.ò Finally we will learn how certain 
books were selected to form the New Testament.

ASH WEDNESDAY ï February 22  
Ash Wednesday marks the first day of the season of Lent, which begins 40 days prior to Easter 
(Sundays are not included). Lent is a time when many Christians prepare for Easter by observing a 
period of fasting, repentance, moderation and spiritual discipline. Ash Wednesday begins a journey 
of working intentionally to center our lives on the love of God. Ash Wednesday is a day when we  
acknowledge that our lives are not always centered on Godôs love for us and for the world. Lent is 
the churchôs season to acknowledge and seek healing for our lives and our world so that we may 
live as children of God. Traditionally, ashes are put on our foreheads to symbolize our sorrow for not 
always living in the ways of love and justice. This year we invite you to the Ash Wednesday service 
on February 22 at 7 pm and hope to transform the ashes into "stardust" so that the mark upon the 
forehead is not only a reminder of our need for healing but also a reminder of our connection with 
Godôs creative energy throughout the universe.  Join us for this service of worship to mark the  
beginning of a season of healing and renewal as we journey with Christ. 
 
LENTEN STUDY SERIES 
The Bible teaches us to honor the Sabbath.   Perhaps there is no other command in which we take 
so much pride in breaking.  We complain with self-importance of schedules that include little  
opportunities for downtime.  We check e-mail and answer calls from any location, with interruptions 
effectively signaling that busyness is more important than time spent with others.  We drag children 
from one scheduled activity to the next, unable to resist yet another educational opportunity, as 
though frantic to avoid the slightest possibility of boredom.  We fill homes and cars with music, news, 
talk radio, running from silence.  Unable to say no, we are volunteered for swim team duties, book 
clubs, and hosting play dates.  We cram vacations with travel, amusement, diversions, activities, 
junk food, and unfamiliar exercise; we return home exhausted and needing rest.  We go, and go, 
and go. Yet Sabbath means cease.  Stop.  Halt.  For one moment, stop.  Breathe.  Listen.  Trust.  
Trust that the world can get along, for this moment, without you doing.  Trust that you are worth 
more than the value of what you produce.  Trust that you are loved for who you are, not what you 
do. Our Lenten study this year will focus on the idea of Sabbath living. We will explore the call 
to practice Sabbath rest as an important command to be intentional about paying attention to God in 
our lives. We will also study the connection between Sabbath keeping and the disruption of the cycle 
of overconsumption and violence in our daily lives.  There will be four study sessions. We hope that 
you will join us for these studies which are set for the dates and times listed below. You have the  
option of attending on Tuesdays or Wednesdays as the same materials would be covered both 
days.

1) Favorable weather has allowed masonry repairs to the bell tower, sanctuary and chapel to  
continue through the new year. 
 
2) The basement asbestos removal project is ready to begin as soon as we receive the written  
approval of our variance from the New York State Department of Labor. 
 
3) Temporary repairs were made to the sanctuary roof and the entire job will be completed this 
spring. 
 
4) Structural repairs to the sanctuary floors supports and north wall will begin as soon as the  
asbestos removal is complete. 
 
5) Window repairs will begin shortly to the historic portion of the building (the chapel and office). 
 
6) Considerable time and effort is being spent on the fellowship hall renovation and handicap  
access project.  When the proposals are finalized they will be presented to the congregation for 
review and discussion.
